· HB 2401, PN 2969 (Wheeland) - Amends the Health Care Facilities Act, in licensing of health care facilities, further providing for licensure. This bill received second consideration on Monday, April 11 and third consideration and final passage on Tuesday, April 12. 

· HB 2419, PN 2841 (Pickett) - Amends the Outpatient Psychiatric Oversight Act, further providing for definitions and for requirements. This bill received second consideration on Monday, April 11 and third consideration and final passage on Tuesday, April 12.

· HB 2447, PN 2909 (Benninghoff) - Act providing for divestiture by the State Treasurer, the State Employees' Retirement System and the Public School Employees' Retirement System of investments in companies doing business in Russia and Belarus. This bill received third consideration and final passage on Monday, April 11. 

· HB 245, PN 2929 (Kaufer) - Amends Medical Practice Act, further providing for license without restriction. The House concurred in Senate amendments on Tuesday, April 12.  

· HB 947, PN 1841 (Zimmerman) - Amends the Insurance Company Law, in casualty insurance, providing for furnishing claims experience to policyholders. This bill received second consideration on Wednesday, April 13.

· SB 1167, PN 1551 (DiSanto) - Amends Title 12 (Commerce and Trade), providing for legitimate cannabis-related business. This bill received second consideration on Monday April 11 and third consideration and final passage on Wednesday, April 13. 

· SB 749, PN 1584 (Mensch) - Amends the Medical Marijuana Act, in patients, further providing for prohibitions; and, in miscellaneous provisions, further providing for insurers and for protections for patients and caregivers and providing for enforcement. This bill received first consideration on Tuesday, April 12.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]SB 1188, PN 1585 (Brooks) - Act providing for patient access to diagnostics and treatments for Lyme disease and related tick-borne illnesses; and requiring health care policies to provide certain coverage. This bill received first consideration on Tuesday, April 12.
